AA Baseball Rules
1. Age 7-8 as of August 1st.  

2. Coach pitch only.  Batters will not be allowed to use a tee.
3. 10 players will be on the field for defense (four outfielders will be used).  The outfielders will be evenly spaced and not located next to any of the bases.
4. The entire roster will bat. All players shall have a turn at bat. 

5. Innings will follow the rule of 5/3; 5 runs or 3 outs, or any combination of 5 runs/outs.  If 3 outs are reached, that ends the teams “at bat”.  
6. Games will be 5 innings maximum. If weather becomes a factor in play, managers will decide how long the game will continue. No new innings shall be started after 100 minutes.  If 3 innings have been completed coaches will not attempt to reschedule game.
7. All players are to play equal time and equal positions throughout the game.  Develop a rotation that will allow similar skilled players to throw/catch.

8. The catcher will be the only player required to wear a cup, but is strongly encouraged for other players. 
9. Batters will receive 10 maximum pitches from coach.  If the batter is unable to put the ball in play or foul off the 10th pitch, batter will be called out and return to dugout.  Pitches will not be added if the pitcher is struggling, so choose your pitcher wisely.

10.  Coaches will call outs in the field.  Parents are encouraged to participate in umpiring (home, plate ump – visitors, field ump).  Home plate ump can also help remind catchers of responsibilities, gather balls and keep track of pitches.

11.   Bat diameter shall be 2 ¼ inches….no “big barrel” bats will be allowed.
