T Ball Baseball Rules 
1. Age 5-6 as of April 1st.  

2. All players will be on the field for defense. 

3. The entire roster will bat. All players shall have a turn at bat. 

4. Each inning will consist of each team batting through the entire roster one time. 

5. Runners may advance only one base on any given play. 

6. All runners will proceed home on last batter. 

7. Games will be 3-4 innings long. If the weather becomes a factor in play, managers will decide how long the game will continue. No new innings started after 75 minutes. 

8. Defensive players will rotate through all positions. All players will be given a chance to play defense in the infield. 

9. All teams are issued a batting tee for the purpose of teaching the kids the proper way of learning how to bat the ball. This is an essential step in the learning process, and will enable them to move forward with more challenging batting exercises. 

10.  All batters will hit from the tee.  Coaches will no longer attempt to pitch to players.  This will keep the flow of the game moving along and possibly allow some of the outfielders to get some action.

11. The catcher will be the only player required to wear a cup, but is strongly encouraged for the other players. 
12.  Coaches will call outs in the field.  Most likely at 1st base and home (where runners can run through)….as sliding is not permitted at this level.  Once a player is called out they will be instructed to return to dug out.  This will not change the fact that all batters will bat every inning.  Coaches shall not “track” outs or keep score for determining wins/losses…this level is for fun and teaching fundamentals.
